® Footage of the arrest on 25th May shows a white police officer,
Derek Chauvin, kneeling on Mr Floyd's neck while he was
pinned to the floor.

It began with a report of a fake $20 (£16.20) bill.

Allegedly, Mr Floyd used this note to purchase a pack of
cigarettes

Believing the $20 bill he used to be counterfeit, a store
employee reported it to police.

30 minutes later, Mr Floyd died.




Historical Significance

e Historians are comparing today’s protests to the : ’\"otgrﬁm{\
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civil rights movement of 50s and 60s

e Struggle for social justice that took place mainly
during the 1950s and 1960s for black people to
gain equal rights under the law

e The Civii War had officially abolished slavery
(1865), but it didn't end discrimination against Find out more:
black people — they continued to endure the ‘CivilRights Movement’
devastating effects of racism, especially in the
South.

e By the mid-20th century, African Americans had
had enough of prejudice and violence against
them. They, along with many white people,
mobilised and began an unprecedented fight for
equality that spanned two decades.
