What will your article’s title be?
What will be the main points of your argument? 
How will you keep the reader engaged?

· Choose your words carefully to persuade the reader

	Today you are going to write a letter. The idea for your letter is ‘My future self’
If you had the chance to write to yourself, and you would open the letter in 10 years’ time, what would you write about? 
Think about it:
What is life like at the minute? 
Who are you favourite bands, what are your hobbies?  
If you would want to remember an aspect of life at the minute, what would it be?
What do you hope your life is like in 10 years’ time?
