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Key changes to the Behaviour Policy from Summer Term April 13% onwards

Key changes have been made to the Behaviour policy that have been shared with students over the
last two weeks. This is in response to firstly government direction (mobile phones/device
and secondly to a MINORITY of pupils who repeatedly make the wrong behaviour choices. We want
to thank you in advance for helping us share the message and for supporting your child in ensuring
they have the most productive and positive time at Nottingham Academy by making
the RIGHT choices.

1. No mobile phones or headphones at all — switched off, bottom of bag and not touched.

The details of this were shared in the newsletter last Friday 20th April 2026 including medical exemp-
tion and our need to adhere to national government direction to schools.

For SEND pupils who require ear defenders — ONLY ear defenders are permitted NOT large head-
phones. For pupils on EHCP where applicable, ONLY MP3 player (provided by the academy) with
their own ear buds are permitted.

For mobiles, headphones, devices — if it is seen or heard, it will be confiscated and parents/carers
will have to collect #see it, take it, have to collect it- by parents / carers.

If a student refuses to hand over — this will result in a Suspension which will require a Reinte-
gration Meeting with the parent/carer present.

If a student is repeatedly seen with a phone or device and/or repeatedly refuses, the
item will be kept or suspension will be for longer and longer each time

2. Too many students are arriving late to school, often with friendship groups or having visited the
café or park. Gates open at 8am for Breakfast club but should 100% be arriving between 8:20 and
8:35. Students who do not attend all or part of Tutor Time MISS OUT on endless knowledge, infor-
mation, opportunities and rewards and it can affect their morning attendance mark.

We are therefore introducing that students who are late TWICE Monday-Wednesday
will sit a 90 mins SLT detention on a Wednesday evening and late after this, they will sit 9o
mins SLT detention on Friday. A handful of students are late so often that they will end up sit-
ting TWO 90 mins SLT detentions a week until they can get this right.

3. In line with new national guidelines, we are changing the wording of ‘external isolation’ to ‘Offsite
direction’ in our Behaviour Policy.

4. In the colder months, we temporarily permitted students to wear a black v neck jumper under
their blazer. For the summer term, this has been lifted — no jumpers are allowed. Please keep jump-
ers at home from April 13t. Should anyone be really cold, students could wear light-
coloured ‘skins’ under their shirt. Students will wear their white shirt with year group tie and blaz-
er. Students with exemptions MUST display their lanyard at all times.

Any attempt to wear cropped jackets e.g. denim, leather, IN PLACE of their blazer, will have the jack-
et confiscated. Again, please keep the cropped jackets, small handbags and any other fash-
ion items, at home.

We wish to highlight that the majority of our students ALWAYS get it
right. However we want ALL of our students to focus on their learning, get amazing
results, receive the recognition and rewards and take the wonder-
ful opportunities offered, so they can be the best version of themselves.

Absences Procedure

If your child is ill and unable to attend school, a parent/carer must notify the attendance
team before 8:15am, on every day of absence. The absence line is: 0115 74834380
opt 1 or email attendance@nottinghamacademy.org

Daily Absence Check

Each day registers will be thoroughly checked and if a student is absent and no communi-
cation has been received from yourself, then a phone call will follow from our attendance
team. Please note all contact numbers that have been provided to the school will be used
and a message will be left where necessary. We request that you return any calls/texts as
soon as possible to ensure we are able to safeguard all students at all times.

Welfare checks

A member of the attendance team may call at your home to discuss your child’s absence if
we have received no contact, if there is concern regarding attendance or the reason given
for absence is not acceptable. This visit may be carried out unannounced.

Punctuality

All students must arrive in school for 8:30am. Our morning registers open at 8:40am and will close
at 9:10am. If students arrive after 9:10am they will receive a U Code. This is an unauthor-
ised absence for the morning session and will impact on overall attendance.

Persistent Absence

A student will be classed as a persistent absentee if they are absent for 10% of the time.
This equates to 19 days over an academic year.

We review student attendance on a weekly basis, whether it be authorised or unauthorised
absence. Early interventions will be put into place to support parents/carers and students
so that school attendance improves. Our intention will always be to work in partnership
with parents to support them to get their child to attend.

There is evidence which suggests that children who miss days 2, 3 or 4 days of the new
term for unauthorised reasons have a predicted overall attendance for the year of only
55%. We want to reduce the chance of this happening by working with you and your child
to remove any barriers that they might face. Please alert you're the year team as early as
possible if you are struggling to get your child into school.

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Changes to the national threshold for Penalty Notices will come into force in September 2024. A
summary of all the changes are included on the next page.

Penalty Notices

In summary, if a student is absent from school for 10 unauthorised sessions, over a rolling 10
school week period, a Penalty Notice can be issued. A school day is made of 2 sessions - am and
pm. Or in other words: 1 day of absence = 2 sessions of absence. That means 5 days of unauthor-
ised absence in a 10-week period could result in a penalty notice. It is also important to note that
being late to school in the morning (after falls under the unauthorised absence category and will
be recorded as 1 session of absence.

Please note.
. Penalty Notices are a fine of £160 if paid within 28 days, £80 if paid within 21 days.

. Any second Penalty Notice issued to the same parent for the same child within a rolling 3-
year period will be charged at the higher rate of £160 with no option for this second offence
to be discharged at the lower rate of £80.

. There is a national limit of 2 penalty notices to be issued to a parent for the same child with-
in a rolling 3-year period, so at the 34, or subsequent offences, another tool will need to be
considered such as prosecution or another attendance legal intervention.

. Fines are paid to the local authority — the academy does not receive that money.

Family Holiday

Along with the government, we are trying to reduce the amount of school missed due to holidays
and we hope that you will continue to support us by not planning a leave of absence during term
time. Leave will not be granted for family holidays unless under exceptional circum-
stances. When a leave of absence has not been authorised, and if the absence exceeds a certain
number of days, a referral will be made to Nottingham City Council for a Fixed Penalty Notice to
be issued.

Any referrals to the Education division, Education Welfare & EOTAS service for consideration of
further action could result in a Penalty Notice, payable direct to the Local Authority. If the Penalty
Notice is not paid within 28 days, the Local Authority may instigate legal proceedings under sec-
tion 444 (1) of the Education Act 1996. If found guilty of an offence under this Act, parents will
receive a criminal record and could be fined up to £1000.

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Improving Attendance
There are things you can do to improve your child’s attendance:

e Talk to your child about the importance of them being in school and let them know
how important you feel it is.

If your child is unwell, try giving them medication before they leave for school. The follow-
ing NHS guidance gives some advice on whether your child is too ill to attend https://
www.nhs.uk/live-well/is-my-child-too-ill-for-school/

. Avoid taking any holidays during term time. Family holidays in term time are not
allowed in law and are unlikely to be authorised.

. Family emergencies also need careful consideration. It is not always appropriate or
in the best interests of the child to miss school for emergencies which are being dealt
with by adult family members.

e  Avoid medical appointments during school hours. If this is unavoidable ensure your
child attends school either before or after the appointment.

Students tried
out a range of sports science activities, used heart-rate monitors, toured the campus and learned
what it takes to study sport at one of the top universities in the country. The staff at Loughborough
were full of praise and said our group was the best they’d had on the outreach programme; a brilliant
achievement for Year 10.

Ten students also attended the Voice of the Youth event with Ms Banister, joining discussions
about the issues that matter most to young people in Nottingham. Several students were confident
enough to speak in front of the full audience, which was fantastic to see. Afterwards, they went on to
experience Punch at the Nottingham Playhouse, a powerful performance sharing Jacob Dunne’s sto-
ry about choices, consequences and personal change. The whole day gave students a lot to think
about, and they represented the school brilliantly.

In March, Six Year 10 students also took part in a project with researchers from the University of Notting-
ham, helping with a study on fast-food and takeaway habits among teenagers. They contributed ideas, helped
gather insights and got a real feel for what university-level research is like.

Our young linguists have also been busy with two Community Languages preparation
days for students sitting their home-language GCSEs a year early. The sessions were full
of energy, with students practising speaking, reading and writing, and supporting each
other throughout. It was wonderful hearing so many languages being spoken proudly
around school.

Alongside all of this, students took part in some important personal development activi-
ties. In January a group visited the National Holocaust Museum, where they learned
from exhibitions, worked with students from other schools and heard the testimony of a
survivor — something students described as incredibly meaningful. In school, Year 10
also took part in an assembly from Equation on misogyny, stereotypes and how to chal-
lenge harmful behaviours. Students handled the discussion really thoughtfully.

We also want to give a huge shout-out to the Year 10 boys’ football team, who brought
home a huge win at the Nottingham Football Tournament last week. Playing the semi-
final and final at Trinity School, the team showed brilliant teamwork and real determina-
tion. The final was intense and went all the way to penalties, where Jack made some out-
standing saves to secure the victory. Christ also played a massive part across the tourna-
ment, scoring two key goals that helped carry the team through. A fantastic achievement
— well done to the whole squad!

Looking ahead, we're getting very excited for the Barcelona trip from 21st—24th
April. Please make sure all forms are completed, and it’s definitely not too early to start
thinking about packing! It’s going to be an amazing few days of sunshine, culture and
unforgettable experiences. We can’t wait to share it with the students and to head into
another brilliant term with Year 10.
